Guidelines for submission of anonymised assessment report
As part of the application process for this post, you are required to submit two assessment reports. 

The reports can relate to any case, but must include a risk assessment, risk formulation, conclusion and recommendation section. The aim of the report (or instructions given when the report was commissioned) should be included. 
ALL identifying information should be redacted. Thus the offender’s name, date of birth and solicitor details should be removed, along with any additional information which could lead to identification of the case. 

Guidelines for the presentation

As part of the interview process you will be required to give a presentation. The presentation should last no longer than ten minutes. The title of the presentation is:

Describe the contribution forensic/clinical psychologists can make to the Multi-Agency Public Protection (MAPPA) process.
